Papua New Guinea Association of Women with Vision is a young organization set up by the postgraduate female students at the University of Papua New Guinea in 2002 as a university based organization. PNGAWV came to birth when the need to involve university students to assist and address women’s needs in the community level was recognized. It aims to involve young educated women citizens of Papua New Guinea to be equal participants of development. 

For so long female university students from the highest learning institutions have not been involved in addressing needs that are for the common good of women. This has lead to a great proportion of females graduating not being aware of their roles in the society and how they would contribute in issues affecting women in their communities within their own capacity as educated women. Furthermore, a great proportion of young women have also come to realize the existing needs of women today. Needs in terms of utilizing university students who could work with women in rural communities, support women in education and address issues relating to violence against women in a more appropriate and professional manner. We have set up this organization where we can team up together to address these needs as a collective body of young and enthusiastic minds. Our theme is, “stop talking and start acting”, start acting towards changing and impacting societies through positive influences. We believe that by doing so we can equip and also send out women who could go into the workforce with a sense of patriotism and responsibility towards the existing needs of women.

PNGAWV is made up of determined young women who are willing to give their time, strength and knowledge to serve the needs of other women as its foremost objective. 

Our Scope

We focus on working with women in all sectors of the society, and involving women who share the common interest of serving the needs of others. Our scope looks at working on issues that affect women and not only identifying them but also working side by side with women to help them explore and exercise their own potential to overcome the struggles that they face.

3. Supporting women’s rights advocacy against all forms of violence and provide counseling measures for women experiencing violence.

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CURRENT PROJECT

Bilum Market: 

 We believe that the best way to help women is to help them realize their skills and talents and to develop these skills and talents to help themselves rather than imposing foreign projects on them that would overlook their local skills and talents. The bilum marketing project is the first of its kind that PNGAWV has started this year, 2003. 

What is the Bilum Market?


The bilum market project is a program started by the organization to help arket our traditional bilums to potential registered buyers outside PNG.  

Who is involved?


Two women’s group comprising mothers with talented bilum making skills in Western Highlands Province and Madang Province are involved in this project. Under this program, we have established link with a registered market in Australia and will be sending the first lot of bilums out. Apart from helping our mothers, we also help to preserve and promote our indigenous bilum-making knowledge, which is unique only to our shores.

How we help?

We feel for our mothers back at home who have skills that can be realized and put to use to establish our very own homegrown industries. As educated women, we believe we can dedicate our knowledge to help them advance beyond their limitations. A way to do so is to talk and campaign on their behalf to potential buyers that we have resources that they can be bought at the international level. 

How do they benefit?

Our organization is not a profit-making agency; we are here to serve with a servant attitude. The rest of the financial profit goes back to the producers so that it may motivate them to utilize more of their skills and to believe in their potential. However, we do get commission, which is used to keep the project cycle going.
